Abstract. Each amendment to the legislation on youth education and the topic of the school
curriculum is a response to the challenge that society, the domestic or foreign policy of the state is facing at
that time. The case of the Republic of Korea is interesting because it is a country in which sex education is
included in the school curriculum at the legislative level. Studying the main aspects of legislation regarding
sex education will make it possible to clarify what social problems society faces and how the government
responds to them. The purpose of this study is to identify the main aspects of the legislation in the Republic
of Korea regarding sex education and determine how they affect school education. The study examined all
legislative acts in the Republic of Korea that include the word “sex education” (Korean sunkyuk). As a result
of the analysis, it was found that the main directions of the Republic of Korea's policies regarding sex
education are combating the sex industry, combating sexual violence, promoting gender equality and
maintaining physical and emotional health. The study also showed that the legislation of the Republic of
Korea cannot directly influence the content of the school curriculum.

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Abstract. The article discusses the methodological principles and metacognitive tactics used in the
training of specialists for the judicial system.

In accordance with the program of training of law students, methodological principles that should be
taken into account in the implementation of experimental work on the development of skills and abilities of
students (by the example of listening) are specified. The main tactics that allow to optimize the process of
professional training of specialists are identified.
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1. Introduction

The problem of professional training of specialists for the judicial system of law schools is of
particular relevance, since the training in question serves as one of the ways to realize the geopolitical
interests of our state.

This justifies the choice of the stated topic in accordance with the expediency of its
development for application in the methodology of professional education in teaching the disciplines
of the humanitarian cycle.

Currently, the issue of updating methodological principles and tactics in the context of
changes in the content of professional higher education is becoming relevant.

2. Material and methods

In accordance with the training program for future lawyers it seems necessary to specify the
methodological principles that should be taken into account in the implementation of experimental
work on the development of skills and abilities of disciplines of the humanitarian cycle, in particular
in foreign language in the development of listening.

Itis necessary to emphasize the following methodological principles:
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1) intercultural orientation, aimed at taking into account the sociocultural context in orderto
overcome linguistic and intercultural interference of Russian and English;

2) cognitive-intellectual orientation, implying the activation of cognitive potential, filling the
semantic gap through the context, past experience;

3) taking into account artificial bilingualism, when Russian as a native language plays a
dominant role in the dyad: “Russian-English”;

4) rational combination of conscious and unconscious, realized in the process of extensive
listening of longer duration in the course of independent work;

5) taking into account linguistic and learning experience, implying reliance on basic listening
skills; complex training in types of speech activity, implying mediated development of reading,
speaking and writing skills in the course of listening;

6) adequacy of exercises, implying that the developed exercises are carried out with the aim
of developing a certain listening skill step by step and progressively, according to the level of
understanding of the sounding text - from perceptual to the level of full understanding, based on the
principle of continuity.

From the point of view of organizing an effective learning process, the above-mentioned
principle of rational combination of the conscious and unconscious, the implementation of which is
carried out in the context of independent work of the student, and accordingly requires the
development of an algorithm, is of particular importance.

In our case we are talking about the “Algorithm of actions before performing listening tasks”,
which includes tactics that allow systematizing the process of performing listening exercises.

We consider it appropriate to apply them at all stages of listening training: before listening
(pre-listening stage); listening (while-listening stage); after listening (post-listening stage) [1].

A.A. Zalevskaya [1] proposes to classify tactics depending on the type of exercises,
distinguishing:

1) metacoghitive tactics aimed at organizing, planning, evaluating the progress and results
of the learning process;

2) cognitive - mental strategies used by learners for meaningful learning process and

3) compensatory tactics that help to make up for the lack of knowledge when carrying out the
listening process.

In this study, the frequency of students’ use of the algorithm of actions was investigated
through questionnaires.

The emphasis in the work is made on metacognitive tactics, since it is the latter that
“correlate with procedural knowledge necessary for regulation and control of learning activity” at this
or that stage of learning [2].
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Based on the concepts of metacognition, intelligence and reflexive activity by M.A.
Kholodnaya, and M.A. Kislyakova [2] about the presence of three groups of metacognitive skills, we
emphasize the main groups of metacognitive tactics:

1) planning of intellectual activity: the ability to plan, to put forward the goal and tasks of
thinking activity, to think through the means of solving the tasks, to predict the result and
consequences of one’s own actions;

2) conscious regulation: the ability to objectively assess one’'s own
knowledge/unknowledge, to argue actions, to adjust oneself to work;

3) coghnitive openness: the ability to defend one’s position or to revise the results of activity
in case of mistakes, the ability to build constructive criticism of others and the ability to make a
constructive criticism of the results of one's own actions.

Let us concretize these tactics in relation to the auditory activity of students.

1. Planning the listening activity (before performing the task).

The listener determines the purpose of the listening activity and the importance of the task. For
example, a task performed as a means of final control increases learning motivation because the
learner is determined to achieve a high result.

The algorithm of actions of the learner before performing the task involves:

1) careful reading of the instructions for the task and 2) realizing the main content of the audio
message, 3) repeated reading of the instructions with emphasis on details, etc.

2. Conscious regulation of auditory activity.

The listener concentrates on the text as a whole, and on the semantic part of it, to objectively assess
his/her own knowledge\ignorance. Implementation of step-by-step control of actions in the course
of understanding the authentic learning context leads to the mastery of tactics.

As the task is completed, the predicted answers are reasonably compared with the
information embedded in the text.

3. Cognitive openness (evaluating the results after the task is completed).

The listener evaluates and revises the results of the assignment and is able to recognize the problems
encountered in completing the assignment and adequately accept criticism.

As the results are discussed, portions of the authentic learning context that are challenging
to understand are identified.

4. Cognitive tactics involve techniques for acquiring, organizing, and generalizing knowledge
and rely primarily on a top-down model of speech perception.

Among the coghnitive tactics it is necessary to emphasize such tactics as building a logical
inference, carried out, in particular, by relying on: familiar linguistic material, prosodic aspect of
speech, paralinguistic and extra-linguistic phenomena, information contained in the long-term
memory, fixation of the sound message, etc.
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The aim of our study was to identify the frequent listening tactics used by students at three
stages of the listening task: preparatory, while listening/viewing an audio or video fragment, etc.

In our study, the task was to identify the frequent listening tactics used by students at three
stages of listening task performance: preparatory, during listening/viewing of an audio or video
fragment and after the task performance.

Experimental research to identify the frequency of tactics application was conducted on the
basis of students’ questionnaire data.

The questionnaires revealed certain trends in the frequency of their use by students.

The most applicable varieties are: anticipating the content of authentic learning content,
relying on the information that precedes the text (title, questions to the text, word list, wording of
tasks), filling in the gaps of information by relying on familiar words and phrases of the language.

Based on the concepts of metacognitivism, intelligence and reflexive activity, itis advisable to
single out three main groups of metacognitive tactics, since it is the latter that correlate with the
procedural knowledge necessary for the regulation and control of learning activities at one stage or
another of learning to listen.

Among these tactics:

1) planning of intellectual activity: the ability to plan, put forward the goal and objectives of
mental activity, think through the means of solving the tasks, predict the result and consequences of
one’s own actions;

2) conscious regulation;

3) cognitive openness: the ability to defend one's position or revise the results of activities in
case of errors, the ability to build constructive criticism of others and adequately perceive itin one’s
own address.

From the point of view of organizing an effective process of developing skills and abilities in
listening in the course of a pedagogical experiment, the methodological principle of a rational
combination of the conscious and the unconscious is of particular importance, the implementation
of which is advisable to carry out in the context of the student’s independent work through the
“Algorithm of actions before performing tasks in listening”, including metatactics, allowing to
facilitate and systematize the process of performing listening exercises.

3. Results of the study and discussion.

During the study:

1) specific methodological principles of teaching humanitarian disciplines have been studied,;

2) metacognitive tactics have been revealed.

Conclusion

The problem of professional training of specialists in judicial system of legal educational
institutions acquires a special topicality.
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Practical significance of the work lies in the opportunity to apply the results of the work
conducted in the process of professional training in the legal high school.

Important conditions for conducting experimental work to test the system of listening exercises
are the principles of listening, such as methodological principles:

1) intercultural orientation, aimed at taking into account the socio-cultural context in order to
overcome the linguistic and intercultural interference of the Russian and English languages;

2) cognitive-intellectual orientation, implying the activation of the cognitive potential, filling
the semantic gap through the context, past experience;

3) taking into account artificial bilingualism, when Russian as a native language plays a
dominantrole in the dyad: “Russian-English”;

4) a rational combination of the conscious and the unconscious, realized in the process of
extensive listening of a longer duration in the course of independent work;

5) taking into account linguistic and educational experience, which implies reliance on basic
auditory skills and abilities; comprehensive training in the types of speech activity, which involves the
indirect development of reading, speaking and writing skills during listening;

6) the adequacy of the exercises, which implies that the developed exercises are performed in
order to develop a certain auditory skill in stages and progressively, in accordance with the level of
understanding of the sounding text - from perceptual to the level of complete understanding, based
on the principle of continuity.
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Introduction

Vocational education has undergone a period of dramatic changes in recent decades.

In the early nineties of the last century, domestic education, including legal education,
underwent a period of stabilization, in the mid-nineties the time of reform and since the late nineties
- to the present time of development, modernization and informatization [1].

Problems of vocational education are being discussed quite actively today. In domestic
science, despite the disagreements of scientists on certain issues, a vision has been formed that
reflects a number of general principles of professional education that is necessary for Russian society
today.

2. Material and methods

With regard to the professional training of specialists for the judiciary, it should be noted that

informatization programs for professional education in general, and legal education in particular,
highlight the following main stages:

1. Mastering the means of information and communication technologies; research activities to
develop new methods and organizational forms of pedagogical work, new components of the
content of professional education;

2. Introduction of information and communication technologies in the process of teaching
humanities and socio-economic disciplines and on this basis mastering of innovative
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organizational forms and methods of educational and methodological work; updating of

legal educational content, traditional methods and forms of educational work;

3. Updating the content of vocational education at all its stages, determined by the processes
of informatization of society, the change of the educational and methodological basis of the
educational process, the mandatory mastering by teachers of vocational education of a set
of organizational forms and methods of teaching, supported by appropriate means of
information and communication technologies [2].

As for the current pedagogical process, informatization of professional legal education implies
updating the content, changing the purpose, forms and methods of training and education, in the
organization of joint activities of the teacher of professional education and the student.

The key priorities of informational transformations in professional education are [3]:

- elaboration of development strategies and IT-concepts of professional educational institutions and
improvement of management systems on their basis;

- development and application of information and communication technologies of teaching,
education, monitoring of the educational process and improvement of the quality of specialists’
training on their basis;

- designing new models of the educational process, development of educational and methodological
support, updating the content (content) of new generation curricula and ensuring the quality of
education and upbringing on their basis;

- development and implementation of health-saving teaching technologies and ensuring on their
basis the environmental and psychological safety of students [4].

According to the nature of contribution to science and research practice, the processes of
informatization of vocational education can be divided into theoretical and practical.

Theoretical ones include new hypotheses, concepts, approaches, directions, classifications,
regularities, principles in the methodology of teaching, learning and education, obtained as a result
of research activities, put in the basis of information processes.

Practical ones include new rules, methods, programs, algorithms, recommendations in the
field of didactics, educational theory, demonstration equipment, technical means of teaching,
training and controlling devices, audiovisual means, etc.

It should be noted that informatization in the system of professional education implies the
solution of a complex set of tasks [4]:

1) introduction of new in the goals of pedagogical education;

2) development of new content;

3) development of new methods and forms of teaching and education, introduction;

4) dissemination of already existing pedagogical systems; development and implementation of new
concepts and management technologies, etc.
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From the point of view of the interests of modern information society, the quality of
professional education is a complex category that has social-system, civilization, cultural,
educational, pedagogical, national and aesthetic, personal measurement criteria.

In general, the quality of education is the coincidence of the purpose of education,
established through the model of human quality.

It should be dependent on the mechanisms of the law of advanced, prospective development
of human quality as a person as a professional, the quality of public intelligence and educational
systems in society.

In the conditions of modernization of professional education, finding appropriate
technologies is of crucial importance. Modern educational practice needs to improve and optimize
the process of transferring the increasing amount of information.

In this connection, the necessity of training transition to a qualitatively new level based on
the creation and development of fundamentally new information support of vocational education is
confirmed.

Informatization of professional education should have a tendency of advanced development
in comparison with other directions of social and professional activities, because it is there that
professional, general cultural, social and psychological prerequisites for the development of modern
information society are laid down.

The complexity of the category “quality of education” is due not only to the need for
vocational education to meet diverse needs of society, culture, personality and era, but also the
complex internal structure of the very phenomenon of the quality of education, its versatility.

Here are some characteristics of the quality of education:

1) the multidimensionality of quality;

2) multi-level end results of quality;

3) multi-subjectivity of the quality of education;

4) the quality of education is assessed by a set of criteria;

5) invariance and variability.

The quality of vocational education is the resulting integral function (compromise) of all
these factors.

Therefore, its evaluation is one of the most difficult socio-pedagogical tasks. Since the root
concept of “education” extends both to “education” as a result (education) and to “education” as an
educational process that allows you to get the desired result, the concept of “quality of education”
refers to both the result and the process.

Research results

The following results have been achieved during the study:

1) the main stages of informatization in relation to professional education in general, and

legal professional education in particular, have been highlighted;
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2) the key priorities of information transformations in vocational education have been
identified.

Summarizing, it has been established that we note that the quality of professional legal
education is conditioned by the principles of the advanced development of the quality of a person,
the quality of educational systems in society. Thus, it is seen that in the dynamics of the development
of the quality of objects/processes should be ahead of the system requirements for the development
of the environment, which is a supersystem.

Conclusion

The analysis of aspects of informatization of society and education shows that the ongoing
transformation of dynamic processes of all spheres of human activity, put before the system of
professional education the most important task of scientific and practical development, creation and
implementation in the practice of pedagogical activities of completely new “information” learning
technologies based on the ever-increasing capabilities of modern means of information and
communication technologies.

Therefore, informatization of vocational education becomes an urgent phenomenon of the
information age of society development, a priority task of state importance, one of the leading
directions of Russia’s development.

Thus, the considered
phraseological units with a phytonym in their composition make it possible to make a conclusion about the
general components of the British linguistic worldview.

English phytonymic phraseology is a sign of reality that allows you to explore the features of
the culture of the people, their realities, values, traditions, as well as the national mentality.

The relevance of the study is determined by the narrow aspect of studying this problem in the
field of semantics. Thus, a fragment of the phraseological picture of the world of one people can be
ignored in the phraseological picture of another people.

In this study, special attention is paid to the families of phytonymic phraseologisms of the
English language, which include the component of the name of the fruit and the name of the flower,
which were highlighted due to the greatest interest for students of the secondary school of senior
level.

The most frequent phytonyms are apple, banana, cherry, nut, daisy, lily, rose, violet.
Phraseologisms with the Apple component are used to refer to an outwardly attractive but immoral
person: abad apple —abad person in a group of good people. In the English mentality, the phytonym
"apple" conveys a deceptive success - Adam's apple is — agamoBo a6n0ko, due to the reflection in
English phraseology of Biblical tradition.
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Phraseologisms - apple of discord — #610k0 pazgopa, the apple of one’s eye — 3eHnya oxa,
the apple of Sodom — mmo, pga rumo, having its source biblical plot. Potential phytonym semes are
"worm," "rotten," "bad," "enmity." We noted that these phraseologisms are characterized by a
negative estimated connotation.

Phraseologisms with the Banana component in English conceptualize the emotional state
and the problem of human mental health: fo /ose one’s banana — norepars koxTpors Has co6o#,
PexHyTECA; to drive one bananas — cBecT (Koro-A.) ¢ yma.

Potential semes of the phytonym "banana" are "flutter," "lose yourtemper," "lose control over
yourself," to a greater extent characterizing negative night connotation.

Phraseologisms with the Cherry component are motivated by a positive evaluation
component in the semantic structure of the phytonym, due to objective features - the beauty and
pleasant smell of the plant: the cherry on the cake — raxombiii kycoyek; a bowl of cherries —
be3zaborHoe cywecrBoBarmne; a bite of (at) the chery — wanc, Bo3mMoXxHocTb, cherry picking —
3aXBaTbIBaTh AAKOMBbIE KYCKH, CHHMATb cAnBkH. The semes of the phytonym "cherry" are "tidbit,"
"chance," "opportunity," "well-being." For these phraseologisms, a positive estimated
connotation is characteristic. In English, a material relation is conceptualized through this
phytonym.

Phraseologisms with the Nut component are characterized by a fairly wide range of
associations, and the latter can have both a universal and national-specific character. In a number
of phraseologisms of the English language, the name of the nut is used in the figurative meaning
"head." In English, all phraseologisms, which include the phytonym, "nut," are used to refer to an
abnormal mental state of a person, for example, go nuts — cnsrurs, pexryrsca,; gooffone 's nut— coitn
cyma, IoOMeLLAaTsCA; MN0TEPATL FOAOBY H3-3aK0ro-To; drive smb. nuts — cBoAHTb koro-1o ¢ yma. English
phraseologisms with the phytonym "nut" in the meaning of "head" serve as means of verbalizing
the concept of "stupidity": mind with nut. Potential phytonym semes - "spit," "stupidity," "freak
out," "flutter." In English, the problem of human mental health is conceptualized through this
phytonym.

Phraseologisms with the "Daisy" component are motivated by the evaluation component as
anything excellent, excellent. Phraseological units as fresh as a daisy — yserywms, noiwywni
340poBbem, OyrB. cBexni, kak maprapnxa, fresh, like a daisy, is a poetic description of someone's
appearance; it can be correlated with the phytonym as fresh as a rose - fresh as a rose. Motivated by the
dominance of semantic transfers are semes: "attractive," "fresh," "cheerful." For these phraseologisms, a
positive estimated connotation is characteristic. In English, through this phytonym, the appearance and
excellent health of a person is conceptualized.

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Abstract. The article considers the concept of communicative behavior, its functions in the speech of
a politician, traces the use of linguistic means reflecting the impact on voters through their use. The main
tactics of communicative behavior in the speech of an American politician are revealed. The types of
communicative behavior are identified and authentic fragments of the speech of the 35th President of the
United States of America John Fitzgerald Kennedy are translated.

Introduction

Communicative tactics are a common phenomenon in the political sphere. It is the
communicative tactics that act as a useful tool for a politician who wants to influence the votes of
voters. The connection of language and politics is one of the priority directions in the research of well-
known scientists who have dealt with this topic (Van Dyke T.A., Filinsky A.A., Parshin 0.N., Trufanova
LV., Sheigal E. I.). Of particular interest in this study is the consideration of communicative tactics in
the field of political communication, because it affects a vast part of a person's life, being a
combination of political interest, political education and involvement in this area.

Taking into account the importance of using communicative tactics as an effective tool that
allows politicians to influence a certain group of voters, we consider it necessary to identify frequent
communicative tactics that are reflected in the speeches of political figures. This article reveals the
use of such communicative tactics on the example of the speech of the 35th President of the United
States of America - John Fitzgerald Kennedy.

The relevance of the research is as follows: 1) the need to broaden horizons regarding the use
of communicative tactics in the political sphere; 2) the need to identify mechanisms of influence on
voters.

All of these factors actualize the need to consider the factor of influence of politicians on voters
with the help of communicative tactics.
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The purpose of the article is to identify communicative tactics that act as a tool for influencing
voters and to trace their use in the course of communication of a political figure in relation to
American reality.

The goal set in the article requires concretization and analysis of the concept (“tactics,”
“communicative tactics”), identification of the typical originality of communicative ones (using the
example of an American politician).

The study of the available names of the concept of “tactics”, allows us to identify
interpretations of this concept. Here are those of them that seem important in the context of this
study. Some researchers consider this concept as “a set of techniques and means to achieve
someone's intended goal” [1].

Others interpret it as a technical technique of conducting a dialogue with a hidden influence
on people in order to achieve their goals”, [4].

Within the framework of this work, the naming of 0.N. Pashina seems to be the most
appropriate, according to which this concept is interpreted as “a number of methods and techniques
that evade direct influence, are used due to circumstances, are used to achieve the intended goal
through certain manipulations” [2]. We will rely on this definition in the context of the ongoing
research. The argument in favor of choosing the latter is its greatest applicability to political
communication.

The basis for the study was the speech: “John F. Kennedy Presidential Inaugural Address
delivered 20 January 1961, Washington, D.C.”

Inthe course of this study, we consideritappropriate to base on the typology of communicative
tactics proposed by Van Dyck [5], in which 30 communicative tactics are identified. Based on the
identified communicative tactics, the speech of the 35th President of the United States of America,
John Fitzgerald Kennedy, is analyzed.

Having analyzed fragments of a politician's speech, it can be stated that communicative tactics
are an effective tool for influencing a politician on voters. It is these primas that can achieve optimal
impact on awide audience and attract their attention. The key tactics used in this study are: incentive
tactics, repetition tactics, promise tactics, reinforcement tactics and forecasting tactics. The most
populartactic in speeches addressed to voters is the promise tactic, it is easy to use and has a strong
emotional impact on the public, through the birth of faith in things that will be realized.

The results of the study:

¢ the communicative tactics characterizing the influence of a politician on voters havbeen
revealed;

* the application of communicative tactics in the course of communication of a politician in
relation to American reality has been considered,;

* fragments of speeches by John Fitzgerald Kennedy haveen translated.

Conclusion

Thus, it should be noted that the use of communicative tactics as a tool of influence is very
effective among political figures, as they allow them to win the attention and support of the public.

In the future, similar studies may appear with the identification of new tactics and ways to use
them, the study of communicative tactics and their comparison, and their features in using as a way
of communication between the President and the people. In this aggregate, communicative tactics
are of research interest, because the latter are valuable tools for influencing the public.
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Abstract. The article studies the communicative behavior of Alan Morton Dershowitz, an American
legal scholar and political commentator. The specificity of the lawyer's legal speech is traced (on the example
of Dershowitz's defense speech at the impeachment trial of Donald Trump). The specificity of the construction
of the lawyer's speech is revealed. It is concluded that verbal behavior determines the success of verbal
communication.
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The problem of communicative behavior affects various spheres, including the legal field.
The importance of communicative behavior can hardly be overestimated, as some lawyers succeed
due to communicative behavior, while others fail for the same reason. A striking example in this case
is the figure of the American lawyer Alan Dershowitz.

The purpose of the study is to characterize to the communicative behavior of a lawyer (on the
example of Alan Dershowitz).

The object of the study is the communicative behavior of a socio-political figure.

The subject of the study is the specificity of linguistic means used in the speech of a lawyer.

The material of the study was Alan Dershowitz's defense speech at the impeachment trial of
Donald Trump, delivered on January 27, 2020.

Alan Morton Dershowitz is known for his advocacy of being involved in famous court cases.
The popularity of this public and political figure is also due to his successful academic activities. It is
known that Dershowitz became the youngest ever Harvard law professor.

The importance of its research is conditioned by the transformation of socially approved
norms of verbal behavior of specialists in the sphere of “human-to-human”, in particular those
related to interpersonal political interaction; the need to conduct a comparative analysis of speeches
of socio-political figures to identify the specifics.

The aim of the research determined the logic of the narrative in the article: to specify the
concept of “communicative behavior”, to identify the main features of the construction of speeches
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of lawyers and other public figures, to analyze the defense speech of Alan Dershowitz and to illustrate
the key speech techniques used by Alan Dershowitz.

Available sources allow us to identify several definitions of the notion of communicative
behavior. Thus, I.A. Starin interprets the latter in a narrow sense as “the rules and traditions of
communication of a particular linguocultural community realized in communication [2, 25]. ALl
Shulga interprets this concept as “a type of behavior that represents conscious reactions of a person,
providing the main functions of communication in a certain situation in the process of social
interaction, conditioned by the level of development of communicative skills of an individual” [3, 11].

The analysis allows us to conclude that Alan Dershowitz’s communicative behavior
characterizes his linguistic personality. The impact on the audience is achieved through the use of
linguistic means, which together with communicative tactics allow to have a significant impact on
the audience. Among the most often tactics should be designated: [5] 1) tactics of emphasizing a
certain part of the world by intonation during pronunciation to attract attention (“This return to the
days of yesteryear is necessary because the issue today is not what the criteria of impeachment
should be”); 2) tactics of using lexical repetitions (“... but that’s not a criterion for deciding who you’re
going to vote for”).

The results of the study:

1) the concept of “communicative behavior” has been concertized;

2) the main linguistic means used by lawyers and other public figures have been identified;

3) the translation of Alan Dershowitz’s defense speech has been carried out;

4) the specifics of Alan Dershowitz's defense speech have been interpreted in relation to this
study.
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
