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Abstract. This publication provides a comprehensive analysis of the key issues related to the legal
regulation of the institution of a marriage contract. The main objective of the study is a comprehensive study
of the legal characteristics of the marriage contract and the specifics of its requlatory mechanisms. Based on
the regulatory framework and scientific literature, the definition of the concept of a marriage contract, the
main aspects of its content are presented, as well as controversial issues on this topic. The work is of practical
importance, since studying the issues of the legal regulation of the marriage contract contributes to the
formation of a competent approach to concluding such agreements, and also helps to minimize the risks of
disputes and conflicts between spouses in the future. In his article, the author comes to the conclusion that
the institution of the marriage contract as a developing state institution needs additional legal regulation.

Keywords: marriage contract, marital property relations, legal regulation.

1.Introduction

The institution of marriage is one of the fundamental state institutions that play a huge role
in the development and life of society. Marriage is considered not only as a personal relationship
between two people, but also as a legal structure in which the participants have mutual rights and
obligations, which needs legal regulation. One of the ways of such regulation is a marriage contract
as a document that allows the parties to determine in advance the conditions for the distribution of
property. Its emergence is directly related to the development of private property. In my opinion, a
marriage contract is one of the most civilized ways to regulate disputes between spouses arising from
the division of property. At the same time, the analysis of legislation and judicial practice revealed
the specifics and debatable questions in the field of legal regulation of marriage contracts.

2. Material and methods

In article 40 of the Family Code of the Russian Federation, a marriage contract is defined
as an agreement between persons entering into marriage or an agreement between spouses defining
the property rights and obligations of spouses in marriage and (or) in the event of its dissolution [6,
art. 40]. It follows from this definition that the marriage contract regulates exclusively the property
relations of the spouses and can be drawn up both before the marriage is registered and at any
subsequent time.
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The mostimportantissue in the regulation of the marriage contract is its content. As already
mentioned, a marriage contract can only regulate the property relations of the spouses. The Family
Code contains an approximate list of conditions that can be included in this agreement, for example,
rights and obligations for mutual maintenance, ways to participate in each other's income [6, art.
42, paragraph 1]. Nevertheless, this list is not exhaustive, accordingly, the content of each specific
agreement requires individual consideration.

The most common content of a marriage contract is a change in the statutory regime of
joint ownership. Thus, the regime of joint, shared or separate ownership can be established [6, art.
42, paragraph 1]. A.V. Vishnyakova clarifies that the legislation allows applying any of these regimes
either to the entire property of the spouses as a whole, or to certain objects, or to the property of each
of the spouses. At the same time, it is possible to regulate relations regarding future property [1, p.
69]. This legal norm provides spouses with a variety of opportunities to settle property relations,
considering wishes and interests of each of them.

The rights and obligations of the spouses contained in the marriage contract may be limited
to certain periods or made dependent on the occurrence of certain conditions [6, art. 42, paragraph
2]. These conditions should not contradict the current legislation and should not apply to non-
property relations. However, A.V. Myskin believes that the prenuptial agreement can include
conditions of an immaterial nature if they are related to the consequences of property maintenance.
For example, if one of the spouses abuses alcohol, certain property becomes the personal property
of the other spouse [4, p. 86]. However, in practice, in such situations, the court most often decides
to invalidate the contract. Therefore, this position has not yet found application

In order to determine the boundaries of the possible content of the marriage contract as
fully as possible, the legislation assumes some restrictions, prohibiting the use of conditions
governing personal non-property relations in it. This is how G.F. Shershenevich says in his work: "...
the rights to mutual love, respect, and reverence should not be established by law, because these are
imaginary rights devoid of sanction" [7, p. 315]. Article 42 of the Family Code defines some
restrictions on the content of the marriage contract, noting that in addition to this list, the marriage
contract may not contain conditions that put one of the spouses in an extremely unfavorable position
[6, art. 42 p.3]. So, the legislator does not directly establish specific situations when the marriage
contract is declared invalid. In the Resolution of the Plenum of the Supreme Court of the Russian
Federation, extremely unfavorable provisions include a situation where one of the spouses is
completely deprived of ownership of the property acquired by the spouses during marriage. [5].
However, this issue is debatable, as judicial practice shows that a decision on such disputes can be
made only taking into account the circumstances of a particular case and taking into account the
assessment of all the evidence presented by the parties. Thus, the annulment of a marriage contract
due to the content of conditions in it that put one of the spouses in an extremely unfavorable position
represents a fairly extensive field for challenging this agreement. Based on this, when dealing with
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such issues, the court must choose the appropriate approach to each specific case, taking into
account all the life circumstances and subtleties of the case.

Continuing the topic of termination of the marriage contract, it is worth noting that this
agreement can be declared invalid in whole or in part, not only at the request of one of the spouses,
but also on the basis of civil law norms regarding the invalidity of transactions. A prenuptial
agreement may also be amended or terminated by a court decision, based on the Civil Code, namely
articles 450 and 451 [6, art. 43, para. 2]. Thus, the basis for termination or amendment of the
contract is a violation of the contract by one of the parties or a significant change in circumstances
[2, Art. 450, 451]. Speaking of the latter, it is worth noting that the essential circumstances include
those that have changed so much that, if the parties could reasonably have foreseen this, the contract
would not have been concluded by them at all or would have been concluded on significantly different
terms. An example of such changes is the inability of one of the spouses to fulfill their contractual
obligations due to serious health problems. However, according to A.N. Levushkin, the provisions of
article 451 are more suitable for regulating relations in the business sphere [3, p. 45]. Thus, the
norms of the Civil Code are applicable to the regulation of the marriage contract. However, when
using them in this case, it is worth considering the specifics of the type of contract in question.

Results of the study:

Based on the legal framework and scientific literature:

- the definition of the concept of a marriage contract has been given,

- The main aspects of its content have been presented.

Conclusion

Based on the above, the prenuptial agreement serves as a tool for regulating property
relations between spouses, allowing them to determine in advance the terms of the division of
property. Thanks to this tool, it is possible to prevent protracted litigation during the division of
property. Despite this, the marriage contract, as a developing state institution, needs additional
regulation. The lack of a legislative framework leads to various types of controversial issues in
practice. In order to increase the effectiveness of the legal regulation of the marriage contract, further
steps are needed to improve legislation aimed at clarifying the possible content of the marriage
contract, regulating restrictions on the content and ensuring a fair balance of interests of the
spouses. The development of judicial practice should play an important role in this process,
contributing to the creation of stable legal positions on the invalidity of marriage contracts and the
application of their terms in various situations. It is also worth taking into account the opinion of legal
scholars in order to improve Russian legislation in this area.
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
